The CrossRidge HOA plans to begin distributing new Pavilion 
Membership Cards in February.  Your new card resembles a 
credit card without the embossed numbers and is the same 
size making it easier to carry in your wallet or purse. They 
also feature a magnetic stripe which identifies the card holder 
and can be read by a magnetic scanner. 

In the months ahead, these cards will replace the sign-in book 
at the front desk. and will be used from time to time at various 
Club locations, like the fitness center. By using your card to 
sign in, we will get a more accurate picture of club resource 
usage so we can better budget capital improvements. 

The new cards will also be used at meetings of Homeowner 
Associations to speed registration and distribution of ballots. 
They will also be required to access computer equipment to 
be installed in the Member Resource Center later this year.   
In the future,  they might be used to open the gate when you 
donôt have your remote with you and may support other us-
ages as well. 

These cards will also serve as name tags for social events 
ending the search we all perform to find our individual cards. 
We have a supply of slipcases into which you can insert your 
new card which has your name prominently displayed on it. 
The slipcases may be used with around-the-neck lanyards, 
spring clips, or pins while you are at the Club.
